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The Welte Organ (continued) 
 
The Welte Organ, which can be played manually or 
mechanically, is the largest self-playing pipe organ 
in the country (and possibly the world) There are 
over 2000 pipes in the organ ranging in length 
from more than 16 feet to a half-inch and these are 
supplemented by percussion effects comprising a 
bass drum, cymbal, side drum, triangle, castanets, 
church bells & a glockenspiel.  
  
The restoration by Manders Organs has been sup-
ported by a Heritage  Lottery Fund grant.
